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Child Protection Policies

We at the AWANA program of Faith Fellowship Church thank you for trusting us with your children.  We take that trust very seriously and have implemented many new policies to ensure your child's protection.  These policies have required us to take a close look at every aspect of our club time.  Upon doing that we decided that some changes needed to be made.  We hope that you as parents will realize that each and every one of the changes that have been made were done so with your child's safety in mind and know that we would appreciate your support in implementing all of them.

Check-in/Check-out
Check-In starts at 6:30 p.m. When your child arrives at AWANA, they need to be escorted to Check-in in the Foyer.  All children are required to be signed in and signed out by someone listed on their Registration and Medical/Transportation Release Form.  Once they are signed in, they will go into the sanctuary, find the section that is designated for their club (Cubbies, Sparks or T&T), sit down and wait for Opening Ceremonies which will begin promptly at 6:45 p.m.
Closing Ceremonies began in the sanctuary at 8:10 p.m. and club is dismissed at 8:15 p.m.  All children are required to be signed out by someone listed on their Registration and Medical/Transportation Release Form.  Once you have signed your child/children out in the foyer, you will need to go into the sanctuary to pick them up.

We love parent participation, so please feel free, at any time, to come and visit us during AWANA and watch us have fun, while we become Approved Workmen who Are Not Ashamed.  We also extend an invitation to join us for Opening or Closing Ceremonies every week.  Just sign your clubber in/out and go into the sanctuary and have a seat at the back.  We would love to have you join us!

Club Time
All children will be supervised at all times during AWANA by a minimum of two adult leaders.  No child or children will ever be left alone, with one adult.  Children will be escorted by a minimum of two adult leaders, to and from, every activity they participate in during AWANA.  Children will be escorted or in some cases watched while, they walk to the restroom.  No adult will enter the restroom while a child is in there without another adult present.

Parking
Before AWANA and during Game Square times the back parking lot will be blocked off.  Parking will only be allowed in the front of the church, next door in the parking lot on the other side of the river bed and across the street in the school parking lot.

After AWANA (actually as soon as the Game Square closes for the night at 7:45 p.m.) the parking lot behind the church will be open for all of those coming to pick their children up from AWANA.
